Major Sin # 18: Bearing False Witness
The Messenger of Allah (saw) said, “Shall I not inform you about the greatest of sins?  Associating anything with Allah; disobedience to parents; bearing false witness and speaking falsehood.” He continued repeating this until the listeners wished he would stop repeating it. (Bukhari)
Allah’s Messenger (saw) said, “On the Day of Resurrection to one who has testified to falsehood will not move from his place until the punishment of the Fire becomes mandatory for him.” (Ibn Majah)

Why?  Because when a person bears false witness he/she:

· Is first and foremost committing the major sin of lying
· Is being unjust to the person against whom he/she testified, depriving him/her of what is truly theirs

· Is unjust to the person who he helped (by lying) because then that person takes what does not truly belong to him/her, rendering him/her a sinner
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
