
Major Sin # 32: Giving & Accepting Bribes
وَلاَ تَأْكُلُواْ أَمْوَالَكُم بَيْنَكُم بِالْبَاطِلِ وَتُدْلُواْ بِهَا إِلَى الْحُكَّامِ لِتَأْكُلُواْ فَرِيقًا مِّنْ أَمْوَالِ النَّاسِ بِالإِثْمِ وَأَنتُمْ تَعْلَمُونَ

And eat up not one another's property unjustly (in any illegal way e.g. stealing, robbing, deceiving, etc.), nor give bribery to the rulers (judges before presenting your cases) that you may knowingly eat up a part of the property of others sinfully. (Al-Baqarah 2:188)

The Prophet (saw) said, “The one who gives a bribe and the one who accepts a bribe in (changing) a judgment are both cursed by Allah.” (Tirmidhi)

The Prophet (saw) said, “If a person intercedes for someone and that one gives him a gift for his favour which he accepts, he is guilty of a serious type of usury.”

Ibn Mas’ud said, “If you accept a gift from your brother whom you helped in (relation to) a need of his, that is suht.” (Suht is property obtained by an illegal means)
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
