
Major Sin # 29: Committing Suicide
ي وَلاَ تَقْتُلُواْ أَنفُسَكُمْ إِنَّ اللّهَ كَانَ بِكُمْ رَحِيمًا وَمَن يَفْعَلْ ذَلِكَ عُدْوَانًا وَظُلْمًا فَسَوْفَ نُصْلِيهِ نَارًا وَكَانَ ذَلِكَ عَلَى اللّهِ يَسِيرًا

And do not kill yourselves.  Indeed Allah is ever Merciful to you.  And the one who does so in enmity and injustice, We shall cast him into the Fire and that is easy for Allah. (Nisa 4:29-30)
Although many scholars, including the tafsir of Ibn Abbas, consider the first ayat to mean “Do not kill each other,” others have differed due to the situation of Amr ibn al-‘Aas during the expedition to Dhat al-Salasil in which the Prophet (saw) excused Amr from praying as a Junub due to Amr’s fear of death due to the coldness – the excuse was in reference to the above verse.
Jundad Ibn Abdullah reported that the Prophet (saw) said, “Before your time there was a man who was wounded.  He became impatient with his pain and cut his wrists with a knife, thereby bleeding to death.  Allah then said, ‘My servant has hastened his death himself and I forbid him the Garden.’” (Bukhari)
Abu Hurairah reported from the Messenger of Allah (saw), “If anyone kills himself with steel, then he/she will use the same steel weapon to repeatedly stab him/herself for all eternity in the Hell Fire.  If a person killed him/herself via poison, then he/she will continue to ingest the same poison for all eternity.  If one kills him/herself by jumping off a cliff, then he/she will continue to throw him/herself from that cliff for all eternity, in the Hell Fire. (Bukhari) 
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
