
Major Sin # 41:  Denying Allah’s Decree
A pagan from Makkah disputed with the Messenger of Allah (saw) saying, “O Muhammad you claim that sins have been decreed, but that is not so.”  The Messenger (saw) replied, “You are disputing with Allah,” and then the following verses were revealed:

إِنَّ الْمُجْرِمِينَ فِي ضَلَالٍ وَسُعُرٍ يَوْمَ يُسْحَبُونَ فِي النَّارِ عَلَى وُجُوهِهِمْ ذُوقُوا مَسَّ سَقَرَ إِنَّا كُلَّ شَيْءٍ خَلَقْنَاهُ بِقَدَرٍ

Verily, the Mujrimun are in error and madness and will burn; that Day they will be dragged in the Fire on their faces (it will be said to them): "Taste you the touch of Hell!" Verily, We have created all things with Qadar (Divine Preordainments of all things before their creation, as written in the Book of Decrees Al-Lauh Al-Mahfuz). (Al-Qamar 54:47-49)
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
