Abu Muhammad 'Abdullah bin Amr bin al-'As
 reported that the Messenger of Allah (saw)said, "None of you (truly) believes until his desire or inclination is in accordance with what I have brought or subservient to what I came with." (Graded Hasan-Sahih, and related by al-Maqdidsi in his Book of Hujjah
 with a Sahih Isnad)

Takhreej
For the most part, all of the Isnads are strong and intact.  However, there is a question around Nu’aim ibn Hammad who has been described as honest but was prone to errors.  For this reason Imam Bukhari and Imam Muslim were hesitant to include his hadith; Imam an-Nisa’i declared him weak.  According to Ibn Rajab this hadith is far from Sahih.  Having said all of this, however, it has been the practice of scholars to raise the level of a hadith if it has support from the Qur’an.  The leading scholar in this practice has been Ibn Jarir at-Tabari
Corroborating the Content

 وَمَا كَانَ لِمُؤْمِنٍ وَلَا مُؤْمِنَةٍ إِذَا قَضَى اللَّهُ وَرَسُولُهُ أَمْرًا أَن يَكُونَ لَهُمُ الْخِيَرَةُ مِنْ أَمْرِهِمْ وَمَن يَعْصِ اللَّهَ وَرَسُولَهُ فَقَدْ ضَلَّ ضَلَالًا مُّبِينًا
It is not for a believer, man or woman, when Allah and His Messenger have decreed a matter that they should have any option in their decision. And whoever disobeys Allah and His Messenger, he has indeed strayed in a plain error. (Al-Ahzab 33:36)

فَلاَ وَرَبِّكَ لاَ يُؤْمِنُونَ حَتَّىَ يُحَكِّمُوكَ فِيمَا شَجَرَ بَيْنَهُمْ ثُمَّ لاَ يَجِدُواْ فِي أَنفُسِهِمْ حَرَجًا مِّمَّا قَضَيْتَ وَيُسَلِّمُواْ تَسْلِيمًا

But no, by your Lord, they can have no Faith, until they make you (O Muhammad) judge in all disputes between them, and find in themselves no resistance against your decisions, and accept (them) with full submission. (An-Nisa 4:65)

يَا أَيُّهَا الَّذِينَ آمَنُوا لَا تُقَدِّمُوا بَيْنَ يَدَيِ اللَّهِ وَرَسُولِهِ وَاتَّقُوا اللَّهَ إِنَّ اللَّهَ سَمِيعٌ عَلِيمٌ

O you who believe! Do not put (yourselves) forward before Allah and His Messenger (SAW), and fear Allah. Verily! Allah is All-Hearing, All-Knowing. (Al-Hujurat 49:1)
The Essence
The essence of this hadith is quite clear – a person’s Iman is incomplete if he/she puts themselves above Allah and His Messenger (saw).  It is essential that a person comply and choose guidance over vain desires.

إِن يَتَّبِعُونَ إِلَّا الظَّنَّ وَمَا تَهْوَى الْأَنفُسُ وَلَقَدْ جَاءهُم مِّن رَّبِّهِمُ الْهُدَى

They follow only conjecture and that which their souls desire and lust for, whereas there has surely come to them the Guidance from their Lord! (An-Najm 53:23)
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� From the tribe of the Quraish, he was a notable companion and accepted Islam before his own father.  The Prophet (saw) changed his name from al-‘Aas (disobedient) to Abdullah.  He was one of the few who could read and write and was commissioned by the Prophet (saw) to scribe everything he heard from the Prophet (saw).  He died in Mecca at the age of 72 (65 A.H.) and has narrated over 700 hadith.
