
Major Sin # 38:
Learning & concealing Knowledge
إِنَّ الَّذِينَ يَكْتُمُونَ مَا أَنزَلْنَا مِنَ الْبَيِّنَاتِ وَالْهُدَى مِن بَعْدِ مَا بَيَّنَّاهُ لِلنَّاسِ فِي الْكِتَابِ أُولَـئِكَ يَلعَنُهُمُ اللّهُ وَيَلْعَنُهُمُ اللَّاعِنُونَ

Verily, those who conceal the clear proofs, evidences and the guidance, which We have sent down, after We have made it clear for the people in the Book, they are the ones cursed by Allah and cursed by the cursers. (Al-Baqarah 2:159)

Explanation according to Ibn Abbas – this verse was revealed in reference to Jewish scholars who concealed the guidance, which was the news and praise about Prophet Muhammad contained in their scriptures (Torah).

Further, the Messenger of Allah (saw) explained, “If anyone seeks knowledge to use it in competing with the learned or disputing with the foolish or to attract men’s attention to himself, Allah will cause him to enter the Fire.” (Tirmidhi)

Further, the Prophet (saw) said, “If anyone is asked about such knowledge but conceals it, he will be restrained with a bridle of fire on the Day of Ressurection.”  

He (saw) also said, “The one who acquires knowledge but does not act on it, has acquired it only to increase his pride.” (Tirmidhi)
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
