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Part One: The Names for the Final Day

It is important to note that in the Arab culture, whenever something is considered to be of great importance, many names are given for that object.  For example, the word "sword" has over 500 names in Arabic, and the word "lion" has over 70 different names in Arabic.  As such, it is befitting that The Last Day has so many names as well and they are as follows:

Part Two: The Destruction of Everything

In our previous classes we mentioned that the final sign before the Final Hour is the blowing of the trumpet.  When the trumpet blows everything will be destroyed and nothing will remain except the Face of Allah, as is mentioned in the following verses:

39:68

And the Trumpet will be blown and all who are in the heavens and all who are on the Earth will swoon away, except him who Allah wills…

55:26

Whatsoever is on it [The Earth] will perish.

28:88

…Everything will perish save His Face…

36:49-50

They await only but a single Sayhah [shout] which will seize them while they are disputing!  Then they will not be able to make bequest, nor will they return to their family.

Who will hear the blast first?

The Prophet (saw
) said: Then the trumpet will be blown and when a person hears it he/she will tilt his/her head.  And he said, the first one to hear it will be a man who will be repairing a trough for his camels.  He will fall unconscious and the people will fall unconscious. (Sahih Muslim)
What is this instrument that will be blown?

The instrument is called "As Soor."  The Messenger (saw) was asked by a bedouin, "What is as soor?" and the Prophet (saw) replied, "As Soor is a horn which is blown into." (Silsilat al Ahadeeth as Saheehah, no. 1080).

Who will blow into to the Trumpet?

It is well known and agreed upon among the scholars that it is the angel Israfil who will blow into the Trumpet.  It is also narrated that the Messenger of Allah (saw) said: Since the time when the one who will blow the Trumpet was appointed, his eyes are ever ready, looking towards the Throne, fearing lest the command be issued before he blinks, as if his eyes are two brilliant stars. (Silsilat al Ahadeeth as Saheeha, no. 1078)


Is there any du'a that we can say regarding this trial?  The Messenger of Allah (saw) said: How could I relax when the bearer of the Trumpet has put the Trumpet to his lips and tilted his forehead, and is listening out, waiting for the command to blow the Trumpet?"  The Muslims asked, "What should we say, Oh Messenger of Allah (saw)?"  He (saw) said, "Say: HasbunAllah wa ni'am al-wakeel, tawkkalnaa 'alAllahi Rabbinaa (Allah is Sufficient for us and He is the Best Disposer of affairs; we put our trust in Allah, our Lord)." (Silsilat al Ahadeeth as Saheeha, no. 1079).

When will the Trumpet be blown?

The only thing we can say of certainty regarding this is that the trumpet will be blown on a Friday, as stated in the hadith where the Messenger of Allah (saw) said: "The best day on which the sun rises is Friday.  On this day Adam was created, entered Paradise on Friday, this day he was expelled from Paradise and the Hour will only come on a Friday." (Mishkaat al-Masaabeeh, no. 1356).

How many times will the Trumpet be blown?

39:68

And the Trumpet will be blown, and all who are in the heavens and all who are on the Earth will swoon away, except him whom Allah wills.  Then it will be blown a second time, and behold they will be standing, looking on [waiting].

Thus, it is clear that the trumpet will only be blown twice.  There is another proof in:

79:6-7

On the Day [when the first blowing of the Trumpet is blown], the Earth and the mountains will shake violently [and everyone will die].  The second blowing of the Trumpet follows it [and everybody will be resurrected] 
Furthermore, the Prophet (saw) stated (Sahih Bukhari & Sahih Muslim) that: What is between the two Trumpet blasts is forty."

Other Views:

There is another hadith recorded by at-Tabari which states that there will be 3 blasts on the Trumpet.  The first blast will cause terror and the second will cause everyone to die and the third will be the resurrection.  However, this hadith has been declared weak or da'eef by al-Bayhaqi and Ibn Hajar al-Asqallani.

Lastly, there is an opinion which says there will be 4 blasts on the Trumpet and this view is held by Ibn Hazm.  The first blast will cause everything to die, the second brings everything back to life (including what is in the graves), the third blast will cause everyone to become unconscious (but not dead) and the fourth blast will cause everyone to awaken again.  There is no proof for this view and it has been opposed by the majority of scholars.

Who Will Fall Unconscious (Dead) When the Trumpet is Blown?

39:68

And the Trumpet will be blown and all who are in the heavens and all who are on the Earth will swoon away, except him who Allah wills.  Then it will be blown a second time and behold, they will be standing, looking on [waiting].

The question now is who are those that Allah wills to not fall down dead?  

1.  Some scholars believe that the Angels will not die.  More specifically some have said Jibraeel, Mikaaeel, Israafeel and the Angel of Death.  However, there are no authentic hadith to support either of these claims, only weak ones.  

Furthermore, the Prophet (saw) said: "When Allah speaks words of Revelation, the angels are overcome with something like swooning" and in another report, "When the angels hear His Words, they fall unconscious."  Thus, angels can "swoon" and, therefore, can die, if Allah wills. (Majmoo' al-Fataawa Shaykh al-Islam, 4/260)

2.  The Prophet Moses (as
) is of those who may not fall dead when the trumpet is blown.  This is based on the authentic hadith in Sahih Bukhari (6/441) where the Prophet (saw) said: "Do not prefer me over Moosa (as), for the people will fall unconscious on the Day of Resurrection; I will be the first to regain consciousness and Moosa will be there [already], holding on to the side of the Throne.  I do not know whether Moosa will be one of those who will fall unconscious and then wake up before me, or whether he will be one of those whom Allah exempted (from falling unconscious)."

Why might Moosa (as) have this privilege?  Allah knows best, but it is possible that since he was already made to fall down unconscious once, Allah might save him from it on this day.  

7:143

(He made it collapse to dust, and Moosa fell down unconscious..

Part 3: The Resurrection

tc \l1 "Part 3: The Resurrection
Definition: The words "Al Ba'th Wan-Nushoor" mean "When the dead comes to life again after dying and Allah brings the person back to life and ressurects him/her.

How will people be resurrected?

According to the hadith in Sahih Muslim (4/2259), the Messenger of Allah (saw) said:"Then the Trumpet will be blown and no one will hear it but tilt his/her head.  The first one to hear it will be a man who will be fixing his camel's drinking-trough.  He will fall unconcious and all the people will fall unconscious.  Then Allah will send (or send down) a rain like dew from which the bodies of the people will grown.  Then the trumpet will be blown again and they will be standing, looking on [waiting]."

From this hadith we can see that life will be brought back through water.  This is not unusual, since all life comes from water.  Furthermore, Allah tells us the same in the Quran:

21:30

Have not those who disbelieve known that the heavens and the earth were joined together as one united piece, then We parted them? And We have made from water every living thing. Will they not then believe? 
7:57

And it is He Who sends the winds as heralds of glad tidings, going before His Mercy [rain].  Till when they have carried a heavy-laden cloud, We drive it to a land that is dead, then We cause water [rain] to descend thereon.  Then We produce every kind of fruit therewith.  Similarly, We shall raise up the dead, so that you may remember or take heed.

BUT, if we were created from clay/Earth, then how can be resurrected from water?  The Prophet (saw) explained in two authentic hadith (both from Jami' al Usool 10/421):

"Between the two Trumpet blasts there will be forty, then water will come down from the sky, and they will grow like herbs.  There is no part of the human that does not desintegrate (after he/she dies), except for one bone which is the "coccyx."  From this he/she will be created anew on the Day of Resurrection."

"In man there is a bone which will not be consumed by the earth, and from it he/she will be created anew on the Day of Resurrection." They asked, "Which bone is that O Messenger of Allah (saw)?"  He said, "The coccyx."

Will the Resurrection be new or old?
The bodies that are resurrected will be similar, but there will be differences:

1.  The bodies will be resurrected uncircumcised.

2.  The bodies will not spit, urinate or defecate.

3.  The bodies will never die.

4.  The bodies will be able to see the angels and the jinn.

(Silsilat al Ahadeeth as Saheehah no 1668 & Majmoo' al Fataawa Shaykh al Islam 17/253)

Who will be Resurrected?

EVERYONE: 

11:103

(That is a Day whereon mankind will be gathered together, and that is a Day when all [the dwellers of the heavens and the earth] will be present.

2:148

Wheresoever you may be, Allah will bring you together [on the Day of Resurrection].  Truly, Allah is able to do all things.

19:93-95

There is none in the heavens and the earth but comes unto the Most Gracious [Allah] as a slave.  Verily, He knows each one of them, and has counted them a full counting.  And everyone of them will come to Him alone [without any helper, or protector or defender]. 

What about Animals?

6:38
There is not a moving [living] creature on earth, nor a bird that flies with its two wings, but are communities like you.  We have neglected nothing in the Book, then unto their Lord they [all] shall be gathered.

81:5

And when the wild beasts shall be gathered together.

How will we be gathered?

The Prophet saw) said: "You will be gathered barefoot, naked and uncircumcised."  Then he (saw) recited "(As We began the first creation, We shall repeat it.  [It is] a promise binding upon Us.  Truly, We shall do it." (21:104).  When Aisha (ra) heard the Messenger of Allah (saw) say these words she asked "O Messenger of Allah (saw), men and women together, looking at one another?"  He (saw) said, "O Aisha, it will be too distressing for them to be looking at one another."  (Mishkaat al Masaabeeh, no. 5535 & 5536).

However, there is an authentic hadith where the Prophet (saw) said, "The dead person will be resurrected in the clothes in which he/she dies." (Silsilat al Ahadeeth as Saheehah, no. 1671).

So, how do these two hadith reconcile?  Very simply, here the word "clothing or garment" refers to a persons deeds, as Allah says in the Quran

7:26

And the raiment of righteousness, that is better(
And

74:4

And purify your garments!

Thus, people will be resurrected according to their eman and deeds; either in a state of belief or kufr.  

Moreover, a person will be resurrected doing the last action he/she was doing before death overtook him/her, as mentioned in the authentic hadith in which the Prophet (saw) said: (When Allah wants to punish a people, the punishment befalls whoever is among them, then they will be resurrected according to their deeds.( (Muslim, no. 2879)

Also, whoever dies in Ihram will be ressurected in that state; and the person who dies in Ihram should be (Wash[ed] with water and lotus flowers and shroud[ed] in his/her two garments; do not anoint him/her with perfume or cover his/her head, for on the Day of Resurrection he will be raised reciting the Talbiyah.( (Mishkaat al Masaabeeh, no. 1637)

Next, the martyr, shaheed, will be raised on the Day of Resurrection with his wounds bleeding red and with the scent of musk.

Lastly, this is why it is considered a good thing to encourage the dying person to say (La illaha ill(Allah( so they he/she can be resurrected speaking these good words.

How will people be clothed on this Day?  

The Prophet (saw) said, (The first one to be clothed on the Day of Resurrection will be Ibraheem, who will be clothed in a garment from Paradise.  A chair will be brought and placed to the right of the Throne, then I will be brought and clothed in a garment from Paradise, the like of which has never been seen.( (Fath al Bari 11/384).

Why will Ibraheem (as) be clothed first?  It could be for one of two reasons:
1. When Ibraheem (as) was thrown in the fire he was stripped naked.

2. Ibraheem (as) was the first to wear a modest dress (wearing trousers when he prayed) and did what he was commanded to do.

Then the righteous will be clothed with noble garments and the evildoers will be clothed with trousers of tar and other awful garments.

The Land of Gathering
14:48
On the Day when the earth will be changed to another earth and so will be the heavens and they [all creatures] will appear before Allah, the One, the Irresistible.

The Prophet (saw) said, (On the Day of Resurrection, mankind will be gathered on an earth that is reddish white, like a fine loaf of bread (made from pure fine flour).( And then Sahl ibn Sa(d (the narrator of the hadith) said, (That land will have no landmarks for anybody to make use of.( (Sahih Bukhari, no. 2790)

Part 4: Descriptions of the DAY

Is knowledge about The Last Day exclusive to Islam?

Simply put, NO, as Allah tells us in the Noble Quran, 67:8-10—

…Every time a group is cast therein, its keeper will ask: “Did no warner come to you?” They will say: “Yes indeed a warner did come to us, but we belied him and said: “Allah never sent down anything of Revelation; you are only great error.” And they will say: “Had we but listened to or used our intelligence, we would not have been among the dwellers of the blazing fire.”

Some specific examples from the Quran include:

Prophet Adam (as):7:24-25

(Allah) said: "Get down, one of you an enemy to the other [i.e. Adam, Hawwa (Eve), and Shaitan (Satan), etc.]. On earth will be a dwelling​ place for you and an enjoyment, - for a time." He said: "Therein you shall live, and therein you shall die, and from it you shall be brought out (i.e.resurrected)." 
Prophet Noah (as):71:17-18

And Allah has brought you forth from the (dust of) earth.  Afterwards He will return you into it (the earth), and bring you forth (again on the Day of Resurrection)?
Prophet Abraham (as):2:126

And (remember) when Ibrahim (Abraham) said, "My Lord, make this city (Makkah) a place of security and provide its people with fruits, such of them as believe in Allah and the Last Day." He (Allah) answered: "As for him who disbelieves, I shall leave him in contentment for a while, then I shall compel him to the torment of the Fire, and worst indeed is that destination!"
Prophet Moses (as):20:14-16

"Verily! I am Allah! La ilaha illa Ana (none has the right to be worshipped but I), so worship Me, and perform As​Salat (Iqamat-as-Salat) for My Remembrance.  "Verily, the Hour is coming and My Will is to keep it hidden that every person may be rewarded for that which he strives.  Therefore, let not the one who believes not therein (i.e. in the Day of Resurrection, Reckoning, Paradise and Hell, etc.), but follows his own lusts, divert you there from, lest you perish.
Prophet Hood (as):20:55

Thereof (the earth) We created you, and into it We shall return you, and from it We shall bring you out once again.
Prophet Shu’ayb (as):29:36

And to (the people of) Madyan (Midian), We sent their brother Shu'aib (Shuaib). He said: "O my people! Worship Allah, and hope for (the reward of good deeds by worshipping Allah Alone, on) the last Day, and commit no mischief on the earth as Mufsidun (those who commit great crimes, oppressors, tyrants, mischief-makers, corrupts).
Prophet Joseph (as):12:101

“My Lord! You have indeed bestowed on me of the sovereignty, and taught me the interpretation of dreams; The (only) Creator of the heavens and the earth! You are my Walî (Protector, Helper, Supporter, Guardian, etc.) in this world and in the Hereafter, cause me to die as a Muslim (the one submitting to Your Will), and join me with the righteous."
And what about “their” books?

Deuteronomy 32:34-35

Is not this laid up in store with me,

Sealed up among my treasures?

Vengeance is mine, and recompense,

At the time when their foot shall slide:

For the day of their calamity is at hand,

And the things that are to come upon them shall make haste.

Daniel 12:2

Many of those who sleep in the dust of the ground will awake,these to everlasting life, but the others to disgrace and everlasting contempt.
Luke 16:22-23

The poor man died and was carried by the angels to Abraham's side.  The rich man also died and was buried.  And he said to him, “Truly, I say to you, today you will be with me in Paradise.”
Matthew 18:8

Wherefore if thy hand or thy foot offend thee, cut them off, and cast them from thee: it is better for thee to enter into life halt or maimed, rather than having two hands or two feet to be cast into everlasting fire.
Matthew 22:23

That same day the Sadducees, who say there is no resurrection, came to him with a question.
What will that DAY look like?

74:9 Allah says: Truly, that Day will be a Hard Day.  

Quite simply everyone will be in absolute horror!  Earthquakes, mountains crumbling, rivers overflowing, etc!  Even a child who has no stress will become grey-headed on that DAY!

73:17-18 Then how can you avoid the punishment, if you disbelieve on a Day that will make the children grey-headed?  Whereon the heaven will be cleft asunder?  His Promise is certainly to be accomplished.

69:13-15 Then when the Trumpet will be blown with one blowing [the first one].  And the earth and the mountains shall be removed from their places, and crushed with a single crushing.  Then on that Day shall the [Great] Event befall.

101:5 And the mountains will be like carded wool.

82:3 And when the seas are burst forth.

81:6 And when the seas become as a blazing Fire, or shall overflow.

55:37 Then when the heaven is rent asunder and it becomes rosy or red like red oil, or red hide 

81:1 When the sun wound round and lost its light and is overthrown

(***Oral Notes accompany these last two verses***)

75:7-8 So when the sight shall be dazed and the moon will be eclipsed.

82:2 When the stars have fallen and been scattered.

We mentioned before about how, after the first blowing and before the second blowing, the following would occur:

21:104 And [remember] the Day when We shall roll up the heaven like a scroll rolled up for books.  As we began the first creation, We shall repeat it.  [It is] a promise binding upon Us.  Truly, We shall do it. 

(Mishkaat al Masaabeeh, no. 5522) Abu Hurayrah said that the Messenger of Allah (saw) said: Allah will seize the earth on the Day of Resurrection and will roll up the heavens in His Right Hand, then He will say: “I am the King, where are the kinds of the earth?”

How long will the Day be?

70:4-7 The angels and the Ruh (Jibreel) ascend to Him in a Day the measure whereof is fifty thousand years.  So be patient (O Muhammad), with a good patience.  Verily, they see it [the torment] afar off.  But we see it [quite] near.

What will be the state of people on this DAY?

Sahih Muslim (no. 2864) – Al-Miqdaad ibn al-Aswad said: “I heard the Messenger of Allah (saw) say: “On the Day of Resurrection, the sun will brought so close to the people that will be as close to them as one mile.  The people’s seat will vary according to the measure of their deeds.  For some of them, their sweat will reach their ankles, for others it will reach their knees, or their waists and for some it will reach their mouths, like reins.

It is important to refer back to a point made earlier: that the body of the second rising is different from the first creation, in that the second body never dies. As such, it is possible for the sun to be so close, yet no one dying.

There is an exception to this condition and that is for those who were pious.  Sahih Bukhari and Sahih Muslim both have the same hadith from Abu Hurayrah (ra) who related that the Messenger of Allah (saw) said:

There are seven types of people whom (Allah) will shade with His shade on the Day when there will be no shade except His: 

1. the just ruler;

2. the young man/woman who grows up worshipping his/her Lord (youth in Islam is to the age of 40); 

3. the man/woman whose heart is attached to the mosque; 

4. two men or women who love each other only for the sake of Allah (because both are Muslims), meeting and parting only for that reason; 

5. a man/woman who invited to sin (commit fornication) but says “I fear Allah”

6. a person who gives in charity so secretly that the left hand does not know how much the right hand gives

7. a person who remembers Allah when he/she is alone and his/her eyes fill with tears (pondering upon creation and being grateful to Allah and sorrowful for not being a better Muslim)

All scores will be settled

The Prophet (saw) said: All creatures’ rights will be restored to them on the Day of Resurrection, to such an extent that the hornless sheep will settle its scores with the horned sheep. (Sahih Muslim, no. 2582)

How will the scores be settled?

The Prophet (saw) said: Whoever wronged his brother with regard to his honour or any other matter, should seek his forgiveness today, before there are no longer any dinars or dirhams; and if he has any righteous deeds, they will be taken from him, in accordance with the wrong he did; and if he has no good deeds some of the bad deeds of his victim will be added to his burden.  (Sahih Bukhair, 5/101).

Also, in another hadith (Sahih Muslim, no. 2581) the Prophet (saw) said: “Do you know who is the one who is bankrupt?”  The people replied, “The bankrupt person is the one who has no money and no possession.”  The Prophet (saw) continued, “Among my ummah, the one who is bankrupt is the one who will come on the Day of Resurrection with prayer, fasting and zakah (to his/her credit, as good deeds), but he will come having insulted this one, slandered that one, consumed the wealth of this one and shed the blood of that one and beaten that one.  So they will all be given some of his good deeds and when his good deeds run out, before judgment is passed, some of their sins will be cast on him and then he will be cast into the Fire.

Regarding animals, what happens after they have settled their scores?  Allah answers this in reference to 78:40 “Allah will settle the scores among all His creatures, jinn, men and animals.  On that Day, the hornless beast will settle its score with the beast with horns, until there will be nothing left to settle.  Then Allah will say “Be dust!”  At that point the disbeliever will say, “I wish I was dust!” (From the Tafsir of Ibn Jareer).

What about believers settling scores amongst each other?  The Prophet (saw) said: When the believers have been saved from the Fire, they will be detained at a bridge between Paradise and Hell, where they will settle any scores that existed among them in this world.  Then, when they have been purified, they will be granted permission to enter Paradise.  By the One in Whose Hand is the soul of Muhammad (saw), any one of them will be more familiar with his dwelling in Paradise than he was with his house in this world. (Sahih Bukhari, 5/96)
