
Major Sin # 35: 
Unlawful Divorce & Remarriage

The divorce is twice, after that, either you retain her on reasonable terms or release her with kindness. And if he has divorced her (the third time), then she is not lawful unto him thereafter until she has married another husband. Then, if the other husband divorces her, it is no sin on both of them that they reunite, provided they feel that they can keep the limits ordained by Allah. These are the limits of Allah, which He makes plain for the people who have knowledge. (Al-Baqarah 2:229-230)
What people do sometimes, after regretting divorce, is ask or even hire another man to marry and immediately divorce the woman.  Then, the ex-husband marries his ex-wife.  In this case the “middle man” is known as “Muhallil
” and the ex-husband is called “Muhallallahu
” and the transaction is called “Tahlil
.”  The Prophet (saw) asked, “Shall I tell you about a hired goat?”  The companions replied, “Yes, O Messenger of Allah (saw).”  He (saw) said, “The Muhallil.  Allah has cursed the Muhallil and the Muhallallahu.” (Ibn Majah)
