Much of a person’s belief system depends on the ideals of the environment in which he live and that have been thrust upon him, from an early age. FOREWORD

Wrong notions and superstitions abound about the Almighty Creator, even in the field of theology. Some of these notions are so baseless and unjust as to show the greatness of His Exalted lowered in accordance with corrupted ideology based on whims and desires! How foolish it is to try to shape the Almighty Creator  as per our imagination, whereas He  is above and beyond all that can be measured or weighed in this material world! Some deny the existence God just because they cannot understand Him properly or Grasp the correct and right concept of Him. God cannot be investigated through research in the laboratory. The only way of understanding Him is through the messages sent for the guidance of mankind through out time. 

There is no relevance to the question “Who created God if there is a creator for everything?” For the one who has conceived the fundamental principle that God is the Creator of all that exists, finds  it  only proper to receive guidance from His message. There is no need to find a reason for the ultimate reason. The question “who created God” will lead to endless ridiculous questions such as “who created that creator” and so on.

To agree that the world has a Creator does not mean that we have to look for the initiator of that Creator. Our dilemma is whether our world has a Creator. The objects of this universe, which are the creation of the Creator, will help us understand this truth. Only a minute part of the Knowledge and Power of the Creator can be found lying within His creations!

Messages from the Creator are the only means of acquiring knowledge about Him and this knowledge is beyond scientific research or study of the material world. The last and complete among His messages is the Noble Quran, which glorifies him and gives vivid descriptions about Him and His signs. It warns mankind about the life hereafter.  It is definitely the only book in which we can find answers to all our questions in regard to the purpose of life in this world and the life hereafter. An impartial  and prejudice less comparative study of Quran in contrast to that of other religions and philosophies  would  definitely  reveal it to be  the one and  only  code to understand the meaning of life,  which can guide humanity  to the right path. 
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‘LA ILAHA IL ALLAH’

The declaration of Islam in Arabic “LA ILAHA IL ALLAH” means that “There are no deities and absolutely nothing to be worshipped except for God Almighty, The Creator, Allah”.  This statement is the foundation of Islamic monotheistic belief and is the key to peace and tranquility, also known as “Islam.” This is the same great verse that has been delivered and propagated by each and every Prophet from the beginning of mankind.  The same theory and immortal truth is taught to men by all divine scriptures. Although many changes, corruptions and interferences have supervened, this monotheistic understanding rings true through every era, as can be seen through study of the ancient Vedic doctrines.
In this declaration “LA ILAHA IL ALLAH” (“There is no deity except Allah”) there are two factors to consider. First, it totally rejects all deities worshipped by mankind. Second, it ordains that Allah is the One and Only God and that there is no supreme being or any other entity that could be worshipped except Allah. 
The Arabic word “Allah” implies a genderless, single creator or that entity to which worship is offered. The essence of worship is prayer (Bukhari, Muslim) and prayer is the physical manifestation of belief in the one “God” or “Creator,” Almighty Allah.
When termed as  “Allah”, many misunderstand that it is the family deity of a community called Muslims. This erroneous speculation has permeated not only to non-Muslims, but also to a major segment of people   who claim to be Muslims. On the contrary, He is the Omniscient and Omnipotent Creator and God of the universe who has created this visible world and all that lies beyond it from nothing. He   facilitates it to exist and he nurtures it systematically; What is more is that to Muslims, Hindus, Christians and all other sects of people, black, white, westerners, easterners and all things movable and immovable Allah is the Creator and Sustainer. He is not solely the  God of any linguists, countrymen or tribes. He is the sole and genuine God of everybody, regardless of race, culture, creed or religion
All natural prayers that come up from every human mind, body and spirit ascend toward Him. When man calls ‘O God’, or ‘O eashwar (Appeal to God by a man who believes in Hinduism), let him be a member of any community, but whom he intends is none other than Allah, who is the Creator and God of the universe! Whatever be the name they express, the instinctive prayers that emerge from man is towards his Creator, God Almighty, Allah. Other artificial gods have been  fabricated by mankind merely trying to satisfy his yearning to pray. Satan, the enemy of man, and enhances this unnatural and false tendency, attempting by all means to create an impression in people’s mind that idolic worship is more beneficial than the natural inclination of worshipping one god.
 “There are no deities and absolutely nothing to be worshipped except Allah”, (‘LA ILAHA IL ALLAH’) is the simple pledge of Islam and is  best suited for human nature. Those who are engaged in the worship of many gods for generations would experience this statement as very difficult to digest. Rather than use their intelligence and knowledge to justify, establish and exercise monotheism, they encourage themselves to avoid the truth; that the true God who is the Guardian and Creator of the universe should be worshipped alone. There are those who handle worldly affairs and secular academics with utmost intellect and wisdom; but when the subject of worship arises, they abide by the path of blind imitation and cultural traditions. Most of them adopt a policy that intellect and wisdom has nothing to do with religion.
Only the Creator is deserving of worship

Anything, from an atom to galaxies of stars cannot originate by itself from nothing.   Not only an atom, but also much lighter electrons, OR protons, or any other minute particles, cannot evolve on its own from the vaccum of space. This matter can be clearly grasped by human intellect without much thinking. Today, the scientific world has refuted the presumptions of atheists and materialists regarding the self-evolution of the  universe, its ever-presence and its origin.  This developing universe could not have been produced and evolved without having a stage which initiated its development. Modern scientists say that the universe had a beginning and it began with a ‘big bang’, from nothingness. 

Whatever be the changing theories that scientists obsess about this  universe, even an atom cannot be self-originated. An atom's internal structure,  interior motion and other complicated aspects are amazing to scientists involved in these studies. 
Even if there is only one atom in place of the universe it would be impossible to give endurance to it and protect it without a Creator. The proton, which moves in the central part of an atom, and electrons which rotate around  it, move and rely  upon  the command of that Creator. It is  His command ‘be’, that is the secret behind the existence of everything, from an atom to galaxies  of stars! It is  the Creator who assigns different qualities to different substances depending on the number of protons and electrons in its atom. It is He who leads each one of them to their respective paths. This universe and all it contains has come into existence as per  the command of Allah who has created them and it is He who has each of  them fulfill a specific purpose. 
 “Verily, His command, when He intends a thing, is only that He says to it, 'Be', and it is!”(Noble Quran36:82). The Noble Quran has introduced God in this manner. Whatever he desires to be originates from nothing. His entity and qualities are unrivaled. There is nothing similar to him, He is unimaginable and has no equals at all.  His entity is of immense capability that can command to create from nothingness.  He can be understood through his manifestations. It’s impossible to sculpt Him by thinking about His entity. It will lead only to bewilderment. What we see today: the space, stars, sun, moon, earth, and all the living class are His signs and  creations. “And how many a sign in the heavens and the earth they pass by, while they are averse therefrom”(Noble Quran12:105)
To craft the Earth, making it suitable for men and other living species to live on is not a mischief occurred from a  blind and foolish Nature.  It is the Omniscient, Omnipotent and Compassionate Creator, God Almighty, Allah who has skillfully arranged the atmosphere, water, food materials and many other amenities in due proportion, on  this Earth which are  absent on any other planet.  He has done this to make us aware of Him through His signs and to render worship only to Him as a sign of being grateful only to Him. This is the blessing that he has given to humanity: intelligence and the ability to distinguish between  good and evil!

What a grave sin it is for mankind, to fabricate so many gods to whom they offer prayers and worship. Rather, they should aspire for more of His blessings, seek His protection from harm, invocate and venerate only Him, directly, without any intermediate, falsely created deity or deities. “Is then He, Who creates as one who creates not? Will you not then remember?And if you would count the graces of Allah, never could you be able to count them. Truly! Allah is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful.” (Noble Quran16:17-18)
In summary, Only the Creator, God Almighty, 'Allah' is worthy of  worship. Only He can respond to prayers and worship. Prayers and worship are not mere mental exercises, but are matters entitled for reply. Reply to prayers is a matter embraced by  the created and is possible only for the Creator. It is very grave and  foolish to summon inanimate objects or things; It is also foolish to pray or worship to people, living or dead, for they cannot even help themselves, nor can do any help or harm.  Being thankful to Allah for His blessings, the wise and intelligent man should worship only Him with the utmost love and humility. Allah doesn’t need our thankfulness and worship.  He is free from being dependent on others. All the prayers and veneration that we do such as  thanking him for His blessings, seeking more blessings from Him and seeking his refuge from evils are for our own sake.  Lastly, god does not need us; rather, we are in need of him. “O mankind! It is you who stand in need of Allah, but Allah is Rich (Free of all wants and needs), Worthy of all praise.” (Noble Quran. 35:15)

The Assumption of atheists is illogical!

The signs of God Almighty, Allah, the Creator and Guardian are evident throughout the universe. Even though countless signs proclaim the existence of a creator remain spread throughout the world, there are  those who deny His existence. They argue that God is a creation of the human mind. Their argument refuting the belief of one and only God in Islam can be summarized as follows: “Ancient men wondering on seeing nature’s phenomena started praying toward different gods. Fire, sun, moon, wind, and light, were gods to them. Along with civilizational development of men his number of gods also decreased. Thus millions of gods terminated to only three. Then the three became one. Mohammad declared that God is one. Now time has advanced. Science has grown. At present there is no need for any God. ” (Author has not disclosed the source-Translator)
Assume that thunder, lightning, wind, rain and other phenomena caused man to have imaginations about God. Before such a phase,  what was the reaction that man had concerning the  thoughts  of  his own  existence and that of  the universe ?  Did all men become atheists or materialists who said that this universe was self-originated and it originated due to evolution of time? ‘No, never’, We can be sure that any materialist will agree that men at those times were not of this belief. 
The simple concept of existence is powerful enough to lead any human being to the conclusion that there must be a creator for all that exists—a being or entity that designs, creates, plans, maintains and sustains all that is in this vast expanse of space and time.  It was when this basic belief about the Creator existed that humanity fabricated assumptions concerning this “god, goddess and/or subordinate gods of nature.” They presumed different gods as the advocate and mediator of God, the  True Creator of the  universe. “So set you O Muhammad (PBUH)   your face towards the religion of pure Islamic Monotheism Hanifa (worship not but Allah Alone) Allah’s Fitrah (i.e. Allah’s Islamic Monotheism), with which He has created mankind. No change let there be in Khalqillah (i.e. the religion of Allah Islamic Monotheism), that is the straight religion, but most of men know not,” [Tafsir At Tabari, Vol 21, Page 41] (Noble Quran 30:30)
The basic belief of the first human being was the belief in One God who is the Creator and Sustainer.  As time evolved  the belief in many gods developed. Thousands of hill tribes of Africa worship a limitless number of gods, goddesses and other deities. But all of them believe in the Creator of universe. The aboriginal tribes (adivasis) called Muthan, Paniyan and Cholanaykan,  living in the western ghats of India, also possess the    same sort of belief.

The argument of the materialist atheists is that ancient men were polytheists. When their knowledge increased, the number of gods decreased to one. And when scientific knowledge increases such belief will become extinct. It is clear that all these opinions are untrue and foolish. There are many polytheists who have reached the pinnacle of scientific knowledge. There are many believers of only one God likewise, how so? There are many scientists who are atheists and atheists who do not have any access to scientific knowledge. It’s absurd to say that belief in God would vanish as scientific knowledge increases.

Nonetheless, one fact is clear. Wherever man may exist, there is belief in God. It is right to say that belief in God is an inborn instinct that lies in human nature. “And (remember) when your Lord brought forth from the Children of Adam, from their loins, their seed (or from Adam’s loin his offspring) and made them testify as to themselves (saying): “Am I not your Lord?” They said: “Yes! We testify,” lest you should say on the Day of Resurrection: “Verily, We have been unaware of this.” (Noble Quran 7:172) Among the human societies that lived in deserts, equatorial region, mountainous areas, forests, polar region,  and islands no one is  found to be atheist. All are   believers in a god of one kind, or the other. No society can be found who do not have at least the awareness about the Creator,God. “Mankind were but one community (i.e. on one religion – Islamic Monotheism), then they differed (later)”{Noble Quran10:19}

With the advancement of time the primary human societies who were believing in one god and worshipped only that god became divided. How?  Subsequently, satanic inspiration and physical intentions persuaded them to make up different impressions about God. It is never right to say that belief in one God was formed from polytheism. Neither are there any support or  proofs for it, nor does logic approve  it. The truth is otherwise. Belief in one God existed from the beginning and people changed to polytheism from it. All the Prophets and divine scriptures invited people involved in polytheism, to the belief of the One and Only God. The Prophet (PBUH) reported that Allah said, "I created my servants in the right religion but devils made them go astray". The Prophet (PBUH) also said, "Each child is born in a state of "Fitrah (i.e. Allah’s Islamic Monotheism)", then his parents make him a Jew, Christian or a Zoroastrian, the way an animal gives birth to a normal offspring. Have you noticed any that were born mutilated?" (Collected by Al-Bukhaaree and Muslim).

Prophets are not incarnations of God

Allah appointed Prophets as  His messengers among men. They reminded the people about the blessings   of Allah and invited men to worship only the one true God. They   forewarned and spoke about the eternal life after death. Through them He delivered His divine scriptures to mankind.  Subsequently, Prophets were assigned to all communities. Man has  not been allowed by Him to roam as he desires, or grope in darkness without guidance. The Trustworthy and truthful  among humankind were chosen by Allah who  revealed divine inspiration to them.  Through them people were guided to the right path. This is a sequential action that Allah has adopted from the outset of creation, which is a great blessing to them. 

The Noble Quran says that “And verily, We have sent among every Ummah (Community,nation) a Messenger (proclaiming): “Worship Allah (Alone), and avoid (or keep away from)Taghut (all false deities, etc.i.e. do not worship Taghut besides Allah).”: (Noble Quran16: 36) 

When injustice was at its peak men assumed and invented many gods and worshipped them. During such times when a condition of vice replaced virtue, Allah appointed his messengers from amongst men, motivating them with divine inspiration to lead people to the right path, back to the worship of the one and only Creator, God Almighty, Allah.
The misconception that God incarnates as man for reinstatement of virtue may have emerged from the boundless thoughts that they had during later times about Prophets. Prophets were not merely advisers. They had to exemplify their preaching in their own lives.  They had to prove that they were advising laws and theories that were pertinent to human nature and behavior. To fulfill this task they had to be chosen from humankind alone and not from Angels who have an entirely different form other than that of humankind. The life of Angels can be followed by angels only and not by any other beings.  “Say:’If there were on the earth, angels walking about in peace and security, We should certainly have sent down for them from the heaven an angel as a Messenger” (Noble Quran 17:95) 
God Almighty Himself transforming to shape of a man and living among people  does not serve the purpose.. As regards to God, to adopt human birth or attain human form is against His holy attributes. If He takes up a human form, God, who is otherwise independent of anybody will have to suffer the strife of   relying  on man during embryonic stage, infancy, childhood and all phases of  life that He has to pass through in this world. The God who has need for food, sleep, wife and children would not be permanently conscious and would have no effect on others. Therefore, to imagine that God incarnates as man defames the greatness of the Almighty. It is a fact that the people of later times attributed divinity to the men who were sent as messengers of God.

The purpose of Divine scriptures, prophets and messengers of God corrected the misconceptions that men had about God and gave proper knowledge about God. Despite that, with the advancement of time men formed different opinions about God due to the encouragement of Satan and his own worldly intentions. 

Muhammad (PBUH)  is the last among the series of prophets. He is the Prophet appointed for the whole of mankind. Quran is the Holy Scripture revealed to mankind through him. It is available to us in its original form without having been altered in any way. Muslims believe that Muhammad (PBUH)   is a man who is the messenger of God. He is not thought of as a divine being or incarnation of God, or  God of  Muslims. For those who believe thus, they do not have any place in Islam. ‘There is no God except Allah’ is the primary swearing statement of Islam ‘Muhammad is the messenger of God’ (PBUH)   is the second verse. “ Say(O Muhammad):“I am only a man like you. It has been inspired to me that your Ilah (God) is One Ilah (God ie.e. Allah),”(Noble Quran18:110). “Nor does he speak of (his own) desire, It is only an inspiration that is inspired ,” (Noble Quran53:3-4) Allah has warned us to declare this about Muhammad(PBUH)  ,  in more than one place in the Quran. Muhammad(PBUH)  has advised his followers, not to praise him like followers of some of the previous prophets.   He informed them that he is merely a messenger and slave of Allah. Several times, during the very few days prior to his death he had warned them not to make his grave a place of worship. He cautioned that those who do so would be liable to be cursed.  

Muslims hold Muhammad (PBUH)   in high esteem, as the last prophet and as an exemplary personality. The Quran commands us to respect all the prophets who had lived through out the ages, without any discrimination. But any form of prayer or worship should not be offered to Muhammad (PBUH)   or any other prophets assuming them to be the  embodiment of God. 
False speculations

The last divine scripture, the Glorious Quran, corrected all the false presumptions that men and evil spirits have attributed to Allah. It clearly described His attributes and sanctified Him from all deficiencies that were ascribed to Him. (And they (Jews, Christians and Pagans) say: Allah has begotten a son (children or offspring). Glory be to Him (Exalted be He above all that they associate with Him). Nay, to Him belongs all that is in the heavens and on  earth, and all surrender with obedience ( in worship) to Him.(Noble Quran 2:116)

If humans accept the qualities of Allah genuinely, as he has described to us, then there is  no place for presumptions or assumptions based on  human imagination. Men sometimes lower God to  the status of men or raise men to the status of God.. The deficiencies, disabilities,  attributes and behavior that men possess are   ascribed   on Allah thus, slandering the unequal status of the Creator.. Allah is imagined to be of a stature that common men cannot directly access.  He is thought of as one who is likely to be influenced upon recommendation like the administrators do  among people. They installed holy men whom they assume to have attained intimacy to God, as intermediaries of God and through them trying to have the proximity of God.  

Similarly, some people pray and worship human beings who are presumed to be possessing abilities of the creator, and some even imagine that God bears children like mankind. People of this sort try to get the liking of those children and believe that they will get the intimacy of  god by doing so.
There are people who assume the unequal spirit of the Creator, which is different from the creation, as a power which is lying merged in all creations, or which would be personified among men periodically. They are the believers in the doctrine of non-duality (Adwaitha) who presume that the Creator and the creation are not two separate entities.  The Noble Quran, which corrects all these false suppositions and conceptions, introduces Allah in His purified form. It reveals His qualities, abilities, and signs. The teachings of such a Quran and the sayings of the Prophet   (pbuh) are the channels which we possess to understand the uniqueness of Allah. 

The deity introduced by Quran

“Allah! La ilaha illa Huwa (none has the right to be worshipped but He),  the Ever Living, the One Who sustains and protects all that exists. Neither slumber, nor sleep overtake Him. To him belongs whatever is in the heavens and whatever is on earth. Who is he that   can intercede with Him except with His permission? He knows what happens to them (His creatures) in this world, and what will happen to them in the Hereafter. And they will never compass anything of His Knowledge except that which He wills. His Kursi (Throne)  extends over the heavens and the earth, and He feels no fatigue in guarding and preserving them. And He is the Most High, the Most Great.(Noble Quran 2:255 is called Ayat-ul-Kursi)          
There is a practice of portraying God as a mere ‘Power’. For those who assume him to be  ‘nirguna paramatma’(divine being without any quality) it is a blind power without any characteristics. They are in greater position than this blind power possessing personality, life, and qualities. They have desires and the capability to think and understand. But the God in their imagination is a blind, featureless, power who doesn’t have life, desires, intellect or knowledge. In that case man would be in a greater position than God. This is an assumption about God that fosters the arrogance of man. 

But God – (Allah) introduced by the Noble Quran is entirely different. “The living”, “The living who never dies”, “And put your  trust (O Muhammad) in the Ever living One who dies not, and glorify His Praises, and Sufficient is He as the All-knower of the sins of His slaves;”(Noble Quran25:58). His life and living is entirely different from that of the creations. 

“There is nothing like unto Him”(Noble Quran42:11) is applicable to all of his attributes. He is free from depending on others and is  self-sufficient. Every one depends on Him and He never depends on anybody or anything. He is vigilant at all times by knowing and controlling everything without being bothered by any sleep or unconsciousness. That is the reason why the earth, planets, sun, moon and the millions of stars that are scattered in the vastness of space move systematically without colliding into each other.  

“Verily! Allah grasps the heavens and the earth lest they move away from their places, and if they were to move away from their places, there is not one that could grasp them after Him:”(Noble Quran35:41).“ It is not for the sun to overtake the moon, nor does the night outstrip the day. They all float, each in an orbit.” (Noble Quran 36:40). We can adopt many theories about gravitational force and nature, but in the final analysis each and every object points to the lone Creator. Nothing can come into existence by itself. From the things that are very minute to one which is very gigantic, nothing can come into being or exist without a “Rabb” (Lord) who creates, sustains and develops to the final destiny) Neither an atom nor much insignificant matter than that would be exempted from the knowledge and power of Allah who is the Creator and Nourisher of this visible universe and things beyond it. 

In saying “His Kursi (Throne)  extends over the heavens and the earth”, (Noble Quran 2:255) indicates the limit of his authority. As He is the Creator of this world so he is also the sustainer of it. There is no, one particular God whose duty is only to create. There is no another God whose duty is to maintain that creation   and another God who will be responsible to eliminate that creation. It  is to keep away from such misconceptions, He has said that  “and He feels no fatigue in guarding and preserving them” (Noble Quran 2:255). If these billions of planets were moving under the control of many gods they would have perished by anarchy a long time ago. The competition and the “tug of war” for power between gods would have ended in the destruction of the world. “Had there been therein (in the heavens and the earth) gods besides Allah, then verily both would have been ruined.”(Noble Quran21:22) This Quranic verse is the logical clarification that proves the oneness of God. 

Not merged with creation 

“Whatsoever is in the heavens and the earth glorifies Allah, and He is the All-Mighty, All-Wise. His is the kingdom of the heavens and the earth, It is He Who gives life and causes death; and He is Able to do all things. He is the First(nothing is before Him) and the Last(nothing is after Him), the most High(nothing is above Him) and the most Near(nothing is nearer than Him), and He is the All-Knower of every thing. ”
 (Noble Quran57:1-3)

The spirit of Allah is distinctive from that of His creations. It is equivalent to defiance of God for one to imagine God as a blind power merged in the creation that cannot be liberated, lying or spread within every object of creation. When the materialists say it is ‘from nature’ what they suppose is ‘from God’. Therefore those who follow the doctrine of non-duality (Adwaitha) and that of these materialists, doesn’t have big difference. However this view of theirs, actually leads them to polytheism. Some of them argue that divine element is present in all things and so   they worship anything and everything in order to worship God. 
Allah does not remain merged and spread within his creation. He is different from that of the creation. His knowledge and power is in reign over everything. It encompasses you wherever you are and there is nothing either in the innermost part of the earth or in the infinity of the sky that is not encompassed by His Knowledge and Power. 

This universe has a commencement. It is not without a beginning. With whose command this universe came into existence, He is the one who has no beginning. Every thing is perishable. He is the only immortal. He is visible through His signs but in reality He is non-visible. That perceptible Creator, Allah, the Guardian of the universe, is the only God worthy of worship. Worship Him directly without any intermediates or any illustrations. “And from among His Signs are the night and the day, and the sun and the moon. Prostrate not to the sun nor to the moon, but prostrate to Allah Who created them, if you (really) worship Him..”(Noble Quran41:37)

Neither a father, nor a son
The Quran has sternly opposed the envision of God as a father and/or a son. The meaning of one of the smallest chapters of the Noble Quran is herewith mentioned: “Say:(O Muhammad: “He is Allah, (the) One. Allah-us-Samad (The Self-Sufficient Master, Whom all creatures need), He neither eats nor drinks). “He begets not, nor was He begotten; “And there is none co-equal  or comparable unto Him.”( chapter: 112)

The inequality and oneness of Allah is pertinent to his being, qualities, existence and actions. He does not have any offspring. He is not the offspring of anybody. A son will have more or less the qualities and abilities of his father. In some aspects he would be more efficient than father. The Noble Quran does not allow anybody to be typified as ‘son’ even in a rhetorical form. “ And they  say: “The Most Beneficent(Allah) has begotten a son (or offspring or children) [as the Jews say: ‘Uzair(Ezra) is the son of Allah, and the Christians say that He has begotten a son [‘Iesa(Christ)], and the pagan Arabs say that He has begotten daughters (angels, etc.)].Indeed you have brought forth(said) a terrible evil thing. Whereby the heavens are almost torn, and the earth is split asunder, and the mountains fall in ruins. That they ascribe a son(or offspring or children) to the Most Beneficent Allah.But it is not suitable for (the Majesty of) the Most Beneficent (Allah) that He should beget a son(or offspring or children).There is none in the heavens and earth but comes unto the Most Beneficent (Allah) as a slave.”(Noble Quran19:88-93)

One of the objectives of the revelation of the Noble Quran is to warn those who accuse Allah of being the ‘Son of God’. Allah says about the purpose of the revelation of Quran: “And to warn those (Jews, Christians, and pagans) who say, “Allah has begotten as son (or offspring or children).  No knowledge have they of such a thing, nor had their fathers. Mighty is the word that comes out of their mouths[i.e. He begot(took)sons and daughters]. They utter nothing but a lie. ”(Noble Quran18, 4:5)

‘Son of God’ is a term that should not be expressed even rhetorically.  No matter how great the creations are they should not have any   relationship with Allah other than that of a slave of Allah. Allah’s creation, which came into existence, which would survive and perish with his commandment, should not be accused as ‘Son of God’. A son would have influence, rights and sometimes authority over father. A son can allow the father to take rest and take over complete power and control. The Quran strongly condemns and repeatedly criticizes the concept of ‘Son of God’ which does not  suit the purity, inequality and oneness of Allah. “And they(Jews, Christians and pagans)say: Allah has begotten a son(children or offspring). Glory be to Him(Exalted be He above all that they associate with Him). Nay, to Him belongs all that is in the heavens and on earth, and all surrender with obedience (in worship) to Him. The Originator of the heavens and the earth. When He decrees a matter, He only says to it: “Be!”-and it is.  (Noble Quran2:116,117)

Most Beneficent, Most Merciful
“He is Allah, than Whom there is Lailaha illa Huwa (none has the right to be worshipped but He) the All Knower of the unseen and the seen(open).He is the Most Beneficent, the Most Merciful”(Noble Qur’an 59:22)

The original God is known through many excellent names. Those names represent his qualities. Many communities have a severe fault of envisaging those names as different Gods. Rahman (Beneficent) and Raheem (Merciful) are the two holy names repeated in Qur’an immensely. 

In the Noble Quran there is a chapter entitled  ‘Al-Rahman’. It starts with this verse.   “The Most Beneficent (Allah)! Has taught (you mankind) the Qur’an (by His Mercy).He created man. He taught him eloquent speech. ”(55:1-4)

It is with His utmost mercy that Allah created men, gave them the ability to communicate, appointed messengers to show them the right path and revealed many scriptures, the Noble Qur’an being the final of them.  His blessings are countless. About Allah being the source of compassion, The Prophet (pbuh) has described that  only one percent of His mercy is the basis of all the mercy of the world. 

The Most Beneficent remains ever ready to forgive the sins of men, To accept their repentance and bless them. During the times of Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) the polytheists of Makkah believed in Allah. But, they never agreed to accept the attribute of ‘Most Beneficent’. Because if Allah is ‘Most Beneficent’ there would be no need of the intermediaries whom they were summoning for prayer and worship. They thought that Allah was very angry and hateful to those who were sinners and that He would never show any mercy to them. But see what Allah declares. “Say: O ‘Ibadi (My slave) who have transgressed against themselves (by committing evil deeds and sins)! Despair not of the Mercy of Allah, verily Allah forgives all sins. Truly, He is Oft-Forgiving, Most Merciful. And turn in repentance and in obedience with true Faith (Islamic Monotheism) to your Lord and submit to Him, (in Islam), before the torment comes upon you, then you will not be helped.(Noble Quran39:53-54)

“And who else can forgive sins but Allah ” ( Noble Qur’an 03:135)  This question gives hope and relief to any sinful person. Allah likes the repentant person. He likes to forgive sins. The Most Beneficent and Merciful Allah will forgive the sin of any slave who is aware of his guilt and who is sincerely apologetic. For that he does not need the recommendation or mediation of anybody. 

The injustice of experiencing consequences from another person’s sin would never happen from God. There is no point in saying so. Neither the sin of father falls on the son nor does the sin of the son falls on the father. Islam strongly refutes the theory which states that all of mankind should endure the result of sin done by a father. To resolve the  evils of men there is no need for God to incarnate as a man and be self-sacrificing. 

The mind of the sinner becomes pure, when he sincerely repents about his sin and if he does his utmost to never repeat them. The  most merciful God, who knows even the innermost thoughts  of the human mind will forgive it. 

Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) once described to his followers about the extreme happiness that Allah has when the sinner returns to him in repentance. A traveler who rests in the shadow of a tree falls asleep. On waking up he couldn’t see his camel. On the top of its back were his food and other things. For being lonely in the desert that seems to be endless, losing even the water to drink, he becomes perplexed and exhausted.  Suddenly that camel appears in front of him. The food and water and all the other things are lying on its back. To what extent he would be joyful on retrieving the lost camel, it is many times double that Allah would have when his transgressing slave repents. Saheeh Muslim (Book 037, Number 6613)
The Noble Quran and the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH)  teach us about the utmost mercy of Allah and the pardon He does to sinners who repent. Most Beneficent, Merciful, Forgiving, Pardoning, Conciliating, Gentle, Broad minded, Generous; Thus, is Allah characterized in many places in the Quran. 

When starting to do anything good, Muslims recite Bismillahirrahmanrraheem. They have the directive of the Prophet (PBUH)  in doing so. {The first verse of the first chapter in the Noble Quran. (It is a verse of Surah Fatiha only. It is repeated at the start of every chapter except Surah Tauba.(Translator)}. “In the name of Allah, Most Beneficent,  Most Merciful ”  is what Bismillahirrahmanirraheem. means. It’s only the unparalleled and  bountiful Mercy that man can rely on. That Love and Mercy is much higher than that of a father or a mother. 

Effect of actions 

But don’t think that Allah’s mercy will judge good and bad, truth and falsehood, justice and injustice, morality and immorality equally. Righteousness will have good results, and evil will have punishment according to it. This process is compulsory for virtuous and ethical values to be meaningful. “And to  Allah belongs all that is in the heavens and all that is in the  earth, that He may requite those  who do evil with that which they have done (i.e.punish them in Hell), and  reward those who do good, with what is best(i.e.Paradise).”(Noble Quran53:31)

Allah who gives Punishment and Mercy is Just and Benevolent with his Great Compassion, will resurrect all human beings after death on the Day of Judgment. He has bestowed upon  man an immortal soul. After every one perishes on that day, every person from the first man to the last man, without exempting anybody would be restored to life along with their body from the earth. This power of Allah has been denied by a great many believers of God. 

The Noble Quran emphasizes the fact that man will  be resurrected with their bodies after death, gathered in the eternal world and be rewarded as per their actions. “Allah! La ilaha illa Huwa (none has the right to be worshipped but He). Surely, He will gather you together on the Day of Resurrection about which there is no doubt. And who is  truer in statement than Allah?”(Noble Quran4:87)

Thus, jinns and human beings would be assembled in the eternal world and their righteous and evil deed will be rewarded accordingly. The reward for good will be great and multiplied many times, beyond the realm of human imagination. 

Now let us think

The Creator and Sustainer of the world is One. It is only by His will that all things exist. He is constantly vigilant. He is without sleep or slumber. He sees and hears even the lightest movements in any extreme  darkness  and that which lies  in any  corner of the world.  He does not need an intermediary or advisor to inform Him of these facts.  He is not the one who would be influenced by recommendations. He is extremely kind and merciful to his creations. No one in the world have even the lightest portion of His Benevolence and Compassion.

Not praying directly to such a controller of the universe is a denial of His Sovereignty. Is not conveying through intermediaries a disbelief in him? Isn’t it dishonoring   His Love and Compassion? Isn’t it thinking him to be somewhat cruel, ruthless and  extremist? Like the behavior of common men who downgrade the Kings and rulers of our days, does it not downgrade his status? How true is the comment of Quran? “They (the Jews, Quraish pagans, idolaters etc.) did not estimate Allah with estimation due to Him.” (Noble Quran6:91)

“And When My slaves  ask you (O Muhammad (PBUH)  concerning Me,  then (answer them), I am near (to them by My Knowledge). I respond to the invocations of the supplicant when he calls on Me (without any mediator or intercessor). So let me obey Me and believe in Me, so that they may be led aright.”(Noble Quran2:186)
“And indeed We have created man, and We know what his ownself whispers to him. And We are nearer to him than his jugular vein (by Our knowledge) .”( Noble Quran50:16)

“And they worship besides Allah things that hurt them not, nor profit them, and they say: “These are our intercessors with Allah.”Say: “Do you inform Allah of that which He knows not in the heavens and on the earth?” ( Noble Quran10:18)

Apart from accepting intermediaries towards the actual God; praying and worshipping other gods is a bigger offense than the above. To attribute the qualities of God in others and to pray to others except Allah are against the belief of Monotheism. The methodological word used in Arabic for it is ‘Shirk’ (polytheism). Believing or saying that the Creator and Sustainer in One God is not sufficient. Prayers, worship and other offerings should be done only to the One God. It is in this matter that men of all  times have made mistakes. The Polytheists during the period of Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) had also agreed that the Creator, Sustainer and Destroyer is Allah Only. But they devoted worship and other offerings to others beside Allah too. It is this shirk (polytheism) that the  Noble Quran questions and warns against. 

Without abstaining from shirk there is no advantage for a person in doing any number of good deeds and social services. Man is indebted only to Allah who is his Creator and Sustainer. Therefore the prime duty of man is to have sincere belief and loyalty towards Him and to not offer the rights and duties due to Him, to others. Thus in the absence of such a duty due to creator, if he leads a  life  by having faith in polytheism any of his good deeds would not be accepted by God Almighty. Note these divine verses. 
“Allah is the Creator of all things, and He is the Wakil (Trustee,  Disposer of  affairs, Guardian, etc.)over all things.  To Him belong the keys of  the heavens and the earth: And those who disbelieve in the Ayat (proofs, evidences, verses, signs, revelations etc) of Allah, such are they who will be the losers.  Say (O Muhammad(PBUH)    , to the poytheists, etc,): “Do you order me to worship other than Allah , O you  ignorant ones?”. And indeed it has been revealed to you Muhammad(PBUH)     as it was to those (Allah’s Messengers) before you: “If you join others in worship with Allah, (then) surely(all) your deeds will be in vain, and you will certainly be among the losers.Nay! But worship Allah (Alone and none else), and be among the grateful”.( Noble Quran39:62-67)

“Veriy, Allah forgives not that partners should be set up with Him in worship, but  He forgives except that (anything else) to whom He pleases, and whoever sets up partners with Allah in worship, he has indeed invented a tremendous sin.”( Noble Quran4:48)

At  last let  me conclude with some Quranic verses which proclaims the best names and attributes of Allah!

“He is Allah, than Whom there is La ilaha illa Huwa (none has the right to be worshipped but He) the All-Knower of the unseen and the seen(open). He is the Most Beneficent, the Most Merciful. He is Allah than Whom there is La ilaha illa Huwa (none has the right to be worshipped but He) the King, the Holy, the One Free from all defects, the Giver of security, the Watcher over His creatures, the All-Mighty, the Compeller, the Supreme. Glory be to Allah! (High is He) above all that they associate as partners with Him.”
He is Allah, the Creator, the Inventor of all things, the Bestower of forms. To Him belong the Best Names. All that is in the heavens and the earth glorify Him. And He is the All-Mighty, the All-Wise.
(Noble Quran59:22-24)
Allah is the only Power to be worshiped. There’s no God except Him. Pray only to Him. Worship only Him and therein find peace and tranquility and eternal contentment in this life and the next.
